               In NY take I-81 NORTH and cross St Lawrence Seaway to Ontario and turn EAST on Hwy 401. At Brockville take hwy 29  

NORTH through Smith Falls continue on hwy 15/29  to hwy 7 (Carleton Place).  Go EAST on hwy 7 to hwy 29 and then continue NORTH 
 and turn NORTH EAST to Almonte.  Go RIGHT on Perth St and bear LEFT onto Bridge St. Approx 2 km/1.2 mi, cross train tracks and  
just before bridge turn RIGHT onto Water St to John St.  Follow WBCCI signs to Almonte Fairgrounds. Total Distance 140 km/90 mi.
